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Forestry field day assists small landowners |

A forestry field day was
hosted on January 17,
with consulting forester
John Loflin, Loflin For-
est Management. The pro-
gram was presented in a
field visit to the property
of landowner Lloyd Culp.
The forestry field day
event gave small landown-
ers of Covington County
and surrounding counties
the opportunity to learn
how to have more success-
ful timber sales.

Additionally, Andrew
Loflin and Parker Smith,
accompanied  Loflin.

LFM, a family ran busi-
ness, has a combined five
decades of forest manage-
ment experience, making
them an expert in the field.
They focus on small land-
owners with 500 acres and
below.

It is easy, in Alabama,
to think small landown-
ers have lost their power
because it looks like they
are fading away,” said
Andrew Loflin. “But
actually small landowners
own over 75 percent of
Alabama’s forest land.”

While big companies do
have power, the wood is
on the landowner’s prop-
erty.

The group discussed how
landowners could gener-
ate or enhance income
from woodland property.
Their presentation, ‘“For-
est Management for Small
Landowners,” covered
forest management chal-
lenges such as replanting,
choosing the right tree
species for a site, thin-
ning, prescribed fire and
working with neighbor-
ing landowners to form a
co-op for more successful
logging and timber sales.

John Loflin is the expert
on logging. He has been
logging for 40 years.

“The whole timber indus-
try has changed. The day
of the short wood truck
and the guy with a skeeter
is gone,” said John. “If
people that are in the log-
ging business can’t get 40
to 50 loads a week, they
can not make their pay-
ments. It is a production
deal which creates a prob-
lem for small landowners
because we may not have
enough to get them inter-
ested in cutting it.”

Unfortunately, other ser-
vices like herbicide spray-
ers are the same; they do
not wish to come in for
just a few acres. This put
small landowners at a dis-
advantage. This is when
small landowners form-
ing a co-op to assist them
in bundling their timber
together to bring in a log-
ging company or these
other services needed.

Drone technology is a
modern invention that is
coming into agriculture
and forestry. Smith offered
a presentation into how
drones are operated in
forestry. These are great
for keeping a close eye
on your property with live
updates.

“It is a long list of paper-
work to get certified to fly
a drone,” said Smith. “But
the one I am looking at
can carry two and a half
to four gallons of herbi-
cide spray. This may not
seem like much but it has
GPS tracking, it can map
out the area to spray and
can get against the bound-
ary lines. The precision is

phenomenal.”
In addition, LBWCC
Forest Technology
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instructor Mark Hainds
gave the landowners ben-
eficial information about
insects that could harm
their trees.

The Bradley/Mur-
phy Forestry & Natural
Resources Extension Trust
sponsored this forestry
field visit. The trust was
established in 1992 by an
initial gift from forestry
consultant, Harry Murphy.
Its mission is to encour-
age, promote, and develop
through education and the
free-market system the
stewardship of forest and
related natural resources
in the private sector.

The Alabama For-
est Owners’ Association
(AFOA) is non-profit, self-
supporting  association,
dedicated to providing
management and owner-
ship assistance to current
and future owners of for-
ested land.
